1. SPORTING REGULATIONS – GENERAL 
 

1.1. Title and Jurisdiction 
The 2011/12 Radical Cup is organised promoted and administered by AUH Motorsports LLC (AUH) in 
accordance with the requirements of the Automobile and Touring Club of the United Arab Emirates 
(ATCUAE) (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FiA) these Series 
Regulations and the General Regulations of the club organizing the event.. The organisers reserve the 
right to issue additional statements clarifying items in the rules and regulations and all such 
statements will be issued to all registered drivers by posting to the e mail address on the registration 
form.

1.3. Competitor Eligibility 

 
1.3.1. Entrants must be in possession of a valid 2011 Competition (Racing) National level or 

higher issued by the ATCUAE or of a corresponding level issued by any recognized ASN. 
 

1.3.2.  To be eligible to score points in the Drivers Championship, competitors must be holders 
of a valid competition licence minimum Race National Grade, issued by the ATCUAE or 
an equivalent licence issued by an ASN in the “Middle East Zone” with the correct start 
permission. The “Middle East Zone” consists of the GCC countries plus Cyprus, Lebanon, 
Syria and Jordan. 

 

1.3.3. Competitors from outside the “Middle East Zone” can participate within the Radical Cup 
but are not eligible to score points. 
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1.3.4. All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-
on. 

 
1.4. Registration 

 
1.4.1. All drivers must register as competitors for the series by returning the Entry Form, any 

required technical documents and the Entry fee to the Co-ordinator prior to the final 
closing date of the first round being entered. 

 
1.4.2. Registration for the Radical Cup will be for TEAMS of one or two drivers. Drivers 

registering into the Radical Cup will fall into one or more of the following categories: 
 

Driver Status Criteria 
GOLD  Professional driver, under the age of 55, and satisfying one of the following 

criteria: 

 Has competed in Le Mans series events or similar as a paid driver, or non-
paying driver 

 Has been a driver paid by a manufacturer 

 Has competed in national or international GT series or similar as a paid 
driver 

 Has competed at national or international standard in single seaters from 
Formula 3       upwards, and holds any finish 6th place or higher 

 Has competed in national or international touring cars as a paid, or non-
paying driver 

 Is a driver whose performances and achievements despite not being 
covered by one of the definitions above may be considered a Gold driver 
by the Race Director. 

 

SILVER  A driver who has distinguished himself/herself in national or international 
series who satisfies one of the following criteria: 

 A driver satisfying Gold criteria, aged 55 and above 

 Has won a Radical series, or European series in association with a 
professional driver (see Gold definition above) or as a single driver 

 Has won any national or international nonprofessional series e.g. GT series 

 Holds an instructors license, or gains any kind of income through 
instructing 

 Has been placed top 6 in any national or international karting series 

 Is a driver whose performances and achievements despite not being 
covered by one of the definitions above may be considered a Silver driver 
by the Race Director. 

 

BRONZE  An amateur driver who satisfies one of the following criteria: 

 A driver who has yet to win any national or international series 

 A driver who has limited race experience 

 Is a driver whose performances and achievements despite not being 
covered by one of the definitions above may be considered Bronze by the 
Race Director. 

 

GCC NATIONAL  A driver holding a passport belonging to one of the GCC countries 

SENIOR  A driver who is aged 55 years or over as at 1st September 2011 
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1.4.3. There is no Registration Fee for this Series. 
 

1.4.4. Registrations will be accepted from 1st June 2011 until further notice. Registration 
numbers will be the permanent Competition numbers for the Series and although a 
specific number may be requested, allocation will be at the discretion of the Series 
Coordinator. 

Number 1 will be reserved for the 2010/11 Series winner. Should the current champion not re-
register for the series, the number 1 (One) shall not be used. 

 
1.4.5. At the discretion of the Organiser a guest driver may compete in this series. 

 
1.4.6. The Organisers reserve the right to refuse registrations at their sole discretion 

 
 

1.5. Series Rounds (Note that dates and location are provisional) 
 

1.5.1. The 2011/12 Radical Cup will be contested over 12 races held at 6 Single-EVENTS as

1.5.2. In accordance with ATCUAE regulations the organisers reserve the right to amend the 

published list of dates and rounds, in which case, all registered competitors will be 
informed of the amendments by Official Bulletins posted to the e mail address specified 
on the Official Registration Form. 
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1.6. Scoring 

 
1.6.1. Points will be awarded to registered teams, in all classes, listed as classified finishers for 

each Race in the Final Results as follows:

ln the case of 2 competitors sharing a car, each of the sharing competitors receives the same 
points. 
 
1.6.2. Points will also be awarded to Entrants (Entrants points) running 2 or more cars in the 

2011/12 Radical Cup. Points will be awarded to each Entrant on the basis of the 2 
highest finishing cars per race on the same basis as the points awarded to competitors. 

 
1.6.3. The totals from all qualifying events will determine the final series points and positions. 

 
1.6.4. Ties shall be resolved using the highest number of first places, then second places, then 

third places etc. until the tie is resolved. 
 

1.6.5. Any Celebrity/Guest car entered will not be eligible to score points and the car will be 
ignored for points purposes in the final race classification. Any car entered on behalf of a 
competitor who has not registered for at least 5 events prior to the end of the first event 
in which such competitor participates will not be eligible to score points and the car will 
be ignored for points purposes in the final race classification. 
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1.7. Awards 
 

1.7.1. All awards are to be provided by the Organiser. 
 

1.7.2. Trophies per race in all classes: 2 x 1st, 2 x 2nd, 2 x 3rd  plus further trophies per race for 
Best Senior Radical driver, Best GCC National Radical driver and Best Bronze Radical 
driver. 

 
1.7.3. Trophy per round for best Radical driver performance of the event (By the decision of 

the Race Director and Stewards) 
 

1.7.4. Trophies – Series: 1st, 2nd, 3rd in each class, 1st, 2nd and 3rd overall plus Best Senior 
Radical driver, Best GCC National Radical driver, Best Bronze Radical driver and Best 
Radical Team entrant 

 
1.7.5. Bonuses - In the event of a bonus scheme or schemes being introduced all registered 

competitors will be informed by official bulletin. 
 

1.7.6. Presentations -Trophies are to be provided for the presentation at the end of each race 
or at a presentation ceremony. All competitors must attend presentations. 

 

1.7.7. Title to awards - In the event that any results are revised after any presentations have 
been made, the competitors concerned are required to return such awards to the 
Organisers within 7 days of receiving a request to do so. 

 
1.7.8. If a competitor has monies outstanding with AUH/Radical Motorsport/Radical 

Performance Engines (RPE) or any series supplier, then all series points accrued from the 
date of supply shall be withdrawn and trophies shall not be presented at the end of 
season awards ceremony. 

 
 

2. SPORTING REGULATIONS – RACE MEETINGS & RACE PROCEDURES: 
 

2.1. Entries: 
2.1.1. Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct 

entry fees prior to the entry closing date which shall usually be 10 days before each 
round. 

 
2.1.2. Incorrect or incomplete entries (Including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held 

in abeyance until they are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance 
of entry purposes shall be the date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the 
missing or corrected information or fee. 

 
2.1.3. Any withdrawal of entry or Driver/Car changes made after the acceptance of any entry 

must be notified to the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are 
made after publication of entry Lists with Final Instructions the Competitor concerned 
must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE Signing-
On. 

 
2.1.4. The maximum Entry Fee for each round shall be 7,800 AED per car with one driver. 

 

2.1.5. Qualification races will be held at the discretion of the Organisers. 
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2.1.6. Reserves are to be nominated on the Final List of Entries published with Final 

Instructions or Amendment Sheet Bulletins. All reserves will practice and replace 
withdrawn or retired entries in Reserve Number order irrespective of class. If any 
reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first grid sheets for any round the 
times set in practice shall determine their grid positions. If Reserves are given Grid Places 
after publication of the Grid sheet and prior to cars collecting in the Official “Assembly 
Area” they will be placed at the rear of the Grid and will be started WITHOUT time delay. 
Otherwise they will be held in the pit lane and be released to start the race after the last 
car to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the start line or 
pit exit, whichever is the latter. Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk 
of the Course. 

 
 
 
2.2. Briefings: 

2.2.1. Organisers should notify Competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the 
Final Instructions for the meetings. Competitors must punctually attend all briefings. A 
fine will be charged in case of a late arrival to or missing of the briefing. 

 
2.3. Practice: 

 
2.3.1. Two 30 minute sessions or three 20 minute or one 60 minute session to be provided for 

practice. Additional practice sessions may be held at selected events. 
 

2.3.2. Should any practice session be disrupted the Clerk of Course shall not be obliged to 
resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the series criteria and the decision of 
the Clerk of the Course will be final. 

 
2.3.3. Should the need arise to stop any practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the start 

Line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the start line and at all other Marshal Signalling 
points around the circuit. 

 
2.3.4. This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and 

reasonable pace and return to the pit unless directed by officials not to do so. 
 

2.4. Qualification: 
 

2.4.1. Qualifying will normally be held over a minimum of thirty-five (35) minutes split into at 
least two 15 minute sessions with a 5 minute break between the two sessions. At some 
rounds a 30 minutes qualifying will be held without the 5 minute break. 

Driver 1 will qualify in Session 1(Q1), Driver 2 will qualify in Session 2(Q2). 
All drivers qualifying in Q1 will start race 1, all drivers qualifying in Q2 will start race 2. 

 
2.4.2. After 15 minutes of qualifying (Q1) a chequered flag will be waved which will indicate the 

end of Q1and the pit exit will be closed. Once the driver has passed the chequered flag 
he should then proceed to the pit lane where he will stop at his allocated pit. If, in a two 
driver team, the drivers will change places. If a single driver, the driver will have the 
opportunity to stop at his pit or the driver can decide to proceed to the end of the pit 
lane ready to re-join the circuit.  The pit exit will re-open at 20 minutes, wherever 
possible. Cars must form an orderly queue at the end of the pit lane prior to the pit lane 
being re-opened and Qualifying 2 (Q2) will then commence for a further 15 minutes after 
which time the chequered flag will be waved to indicate the end of Qualifying, when all 
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cars must go directly to Parc Fermé unless directed to contrary by Officials of the 
Meeting. 

 
2.4.3. Not less than 30 minutes before Qualifying, the Drivers for Q1 and Q2 should be 

nominated and notified to the Series Co-ordinator. The List of Drivers will be circulated 
to the Clerk of Course, Timekeepers and Chief Pit Lane Marshall amongst others. 

 
2.4.4. A single driver must complete laps in both Q1 and Q2 to establish a grid position for race 

1 and race2. 
 

2.4.5. The grid for race 1 will be set by the fastest qualifying time achieved in the Qualifying 
Session 1(Q1). The grid for race 2 will be set by the fastest qualifying time from 
Qualifying Session 2(Q2). 

 
2.4.6. In the case of a third race, the fastest time recorded by either driver in race 2 will set the 

grid with the top 6 grid positions being reversed i.e. a driver achieving 6th place on the 
grid will move to pole and the pole position driver will be relegated to 6th place. 

 
2.4.7. In the case of Force Majeure, providing the Driver(s) has satisfactorily completed 3 laps 

at a Radical official test day in that season and in a similar car at that circuit prior to the 
Event, it will not be necessary to complete 3 (three) laps of qualifying to qualify for the 
race. If this is the case, the Driver will be placed at the back of the grid for whichever 
race he has not completed the qualifying. If neither Driver qualified in the usual manner 
both drivers will start from the back of the grid. 

 
2.4.8. Should any qualifying session be disrupted the Clerk of Course shall not be obliged to 

resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the series criteria and the decision of 
the Clerk of the Course will be final. 

 
2.4.9. Should the need arise to stop any practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the start 

Line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the start line and at all other Marshal Signalling 
points around the circuit. 

 
2.4.10. This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and 

reasonable pace and return to the pit unless directed by officials not to do so. 
 

2.5. Races: 
 

2.5.1. The minimum scheduled race distance shall be 45 minutes duration whenever 
practicable but should any race distance be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the 
Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as a full points scoring round. 

 
2.6. Starts: 

 
2.6.1. All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 3 minutes from the 

time that all cars are released to form up on the grid to the start of the rolling lap(s) in 
the formation as specified on the Track Licence for each circuit. 

 
2.6.2. The minimum countdown procedures/audible warning sequence shall be: 

• Rolling Starts: 2 × 2 Formation (subject to track licence) 
• 1 minute to start of Rolling Lap – Start Engines, Clear Grid 
• 30 seconds – visible and audible warnings for the start of the rolling lap. 
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2.6.3. Towards the end of the rolling lap(s) the pace car will leave the circuit after extinguishing 
its roof lights indicating a start is imminent. The grid will continue at a similar speed on 
the approach to the start line. All cars will start racing when the red start light(s) are 
extinguished. In the event that the starting light(s) fail the Starter will revert to using the 
National Flag. 

 
2.6.4. Any cars removed from the grid after the 1-minute stage or driven into the pits on a 

rolling Lap shall be held in the pit lane. They may start the race after the last car to take 
the start from the grid has passed the start line or pit lane exit, whichever is the later. 

 
2.6.5. Any drivers unable to start the first rolling lap or start are required to indicate their 

situation. Any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the rolling lap to the extent 
that all other cars are ahead of them may complete the Rolling Lap. They MUST remain 
at the rear of the last row of the grid. 

 
2.6.6. Aborted Start: 

If the start is aborted prior to the pace car pulling off, the pace car will not extinguish its roof 
lights and will continue to lead the field around the circuit for an additional lap and a new start 
will be attempted. If the start is aborted after the pace car has pulled off, the signal to start will 
not be given, and the start lights may remain at red. The car in pole position will then assume 
the role of pace car and lead the grid round for a second rolling lap. The grid will take up the 
start formation towards the end of the lap and approach the start line in formation. All cars will 
start racing when the red start lights are extinguished. 

 
2.6.7. Excessive weaving to warm up tyres – using more than 50% of the track width and falling 

back in order to accelerate and practice starts – is prohibited. 
 

2.7. Race Stops: 
 

2.7.1. Should the need arise to stop any practice or qualifying session, RED LIGHTS will be 
switched on at the start line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the Start line and at all 
Marshals Signalling Points around the Circuit. This is the signal for all drivers to cease 
circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to the 
pit lane. 

 
2.7.2. Should the need arise to stop a race, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Start line and 

REDFLAGS will be displayed at the Start line and at all Marshals Signalling Points around 
the circuit. This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to 
a safe and reasonable pace and return to the starting grid which will automatically 
become a Parc Fermé Area. Cars may not enter the Pits unless directed to do so. Work 
on cars already in the Pits must cease when a race is stopped and may only continue 
under the control of the Scrutineers. Cars that are already in the pit lane, or return to the 
pit lane, may only take any restart from the pit lane after all other cars have started. 

 
2.7.3. When the race is stopped before the race leader has completed two laps: 

The race will be null and void. The race will restart from the original grid positions. Competitors 
unable to take the restart may be replaced by reserves that will start from the back of the grid 
in reserve order. Gaps on the grid should not be closed up. The length of the restarted race will 
be determined by the Clerk of the Course. Only vehicles which are under their own power at 
the showing of the Red Flag will be classified  
2.7.4. When the race is stopped after more than two laps have been completed by Race Leader 

but less than 75% of race distance completed: 
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The race will restart from a grid set out in the finishing order of part two. The result of the race 
will be the finishing order at the end of part two. The result will not be aggregated. The length 
of the restarted race will be determined by the Clerk of the Course. Only vehicles which are 
under their own power at the showing of the Red Flag will be classified 

 
2.7.5. When the race is stopped after the leader has completed more than 75% of the race 

distance: 
Unless the Clerk of the Course in consultation with the Stewards deem otherwise, it shall not be 
restarted and the results will be based on the order of crossing the finishing line at one lap less 
than the time of the first showing of the red flag. Only vehicles which are under their own 
power at the showing of the Red Flag will be classified 
 

2.8. Re-Scrutiny 
2.8.1. All vehicles reported involved in contact incidents during practice or race must be 

represented to the Scrutineers before continuing in practice or race. 
 

2.9. Pits & Pit lane Safety: 
 

2.9.1. Pits: Entrants must ensure that the ATCUAE, Circuit Management and Organising Club 
Safety Regulations are complied with at all times. 

 
2.9.2. Pit lane: The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of 

cars at all times. The onus shall be on all drivers to take all due care and drive at 60km/h 
maximum in pit lanes. 

 
2.9.3. Refuelling: May only be carried out in accordance with Circuit Management Regulations 

and the SR’s or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit/Meeting. No refuelling may take 
place during a race. 

 
2.9.4. Speed Limit: The speed limit in operation in the Pit Lane is 60 km/h. A hand held speed 

gun will be supplied to the pit lane Marshal’s in order to carry out random speed checks 
on cars using the pit lane. 

 

2.9.5. Children under the age of 16 are not permitted in the pit lane. Unaccompanied children 
under the age of 16 are not permitted in the pit garages 

 
2.10. Pit Stops 

 
2.10.1.1. After 18 minutes of racing a ‘Pit Lane Open’ warning sign will be displayed at the Start 

line to the leading car and all cars behind. The sign will remain displayed until the whole 
field has passed the board once. After passing the displayed board, competitors may 
enter the pit to make their  mandatory pit stop. This stop must be made within a time 
period of 8 minutes, after which time the Pit Lane Closed sign will be displayed at the 
start line. Should a competitor commence their mandatory pit stop prior to the ‘pit lane 
open’ sign being displayed or complete their stop after the ‘pit lane closed’ sign being 
displayed, a “Drive through” penalty will be issued. Failure to make a mandatory pit stop 
will lead to exclusion of the competitor(s) concerned from the results of the race. 

 
2.10.2. Pit Stop/Driver Change Procedures 

 
2.10.2.1. All seatbelts must remain fastened until the car has stopped and                                                            

refastened before the car pulls away. 
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2.10.2.2. During all pit stops the engine MUST be switched off and can be started again prior 
to the car pulling away as long as the driver is seated and belted in the car. 

 
2.10.2.3. During the designated pit stop window, cars must enter the pit lane and stop in the 

designated area(as outlined in the drivers briefing) adjacent to their team and switch 
off the engine before alighting from the vehicle. 

 
2.10.2.4. The pit stop time for each class will be notified to the teams/drivers in the 

supplemental regulations and also at the Drivers briefing prior to each event. The pit 
stop time is defined as the time that the car is stationary in the pits after switching 
off the engine. 

 
2.10.2.5. Pit stops will be a minimum of 45 seconds plus the Driver Penalty which is 

dependent upon the driver grades in the “TEAM” will be as follows: 
Each Gold driver- Add 10 seconds 
Each Silver driver- Add 5 seconds 
Bronze drivers- No penalty seconds added 
In the event that a single Gold driver is racing alone- Add 20 seconds 
In the event that a single Silver driver is racing alone- Add 10 seconds 

 
2.10.2.6. In the case of a single driver, stop the car and switch off the engine, exit the car, re-

enter the car, and after the allotted pit stop time pull away and re-join the race. 
 

2.10.2.7. In the case of a two driver team the 1st driver changes place with the second driver, 
re-starts the engine and pulls away after the allotted pit stop time.  

 

 
2.10.2.8. Where an engine is restarted whilst the driver is still being strapped in and/or the 

seat belts are not connected, then they will be subject to a drive through penalty. 
 

 
2.10.3. Work may be carried out on the car during the pit stop by 2 team members only. One 

additional team member may responsible for timing. No other personnel will be allowed in 
the Pit Stop area during the designated Pit Window. 

 
2.10.4. The mandatory pit stop will be monitored by pit lane marshals. Any car found stopping for 

less than their allotted time will receive a “drive through” penalty. 
 

2.10.5. The mandatory pit stop will additionally be monitored by the C of C together with the Chief 
Timekeeper. The pit lane timing loops are considered judge of fact 

 

 
 

 
2.10.6. If a car needs to “pit” at a time other than the designated window there will be no limit on 

the number of personnel allowed to work on the car unless there is a change of weather and 
the tyres need to be changed. In this case only the two team members will be allowed to 
change the tyres. 

 
2.10.7. If for reasons of force majeure a car needs to “pit” just before the opening of the designated 

pit open window and is then ready to leave within window, it must re-join the circuit and 
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pass the ‘pit lane open’ sign before returning to the pit lane to do the mandatory stop. It is 
not possible to claim that being stationary before the pit open window commenced will 
count towards the stopping requirement. 

 
2.10.8. At the opening of the designated pit window (at the showing of the pit lane open board) all 

personnel in excess  of the 2 designated team members must vacate the pit lane and remain 
behind a control line between the open pit lane and the inside of the garage. 

 
2.10.9. Once the designated pit window has expired, (at the showing of the pit lane closed 

board) retired personnel will be free to return. 
 

2.10.10. Drivers who are competing in this race are exempt from restrictions 2.10.3 & 2.10.8. 
 
 

2.10.11. Pit Lane Speed Limit 
The pit lane speed limit will be applicable to the whole pit lane, from crossing the line at the 
pit lane entrance to crossing the line at the pit lane exit. Failure to observe the pit lane speed 
limit will result in a “Drive through” penalty being applied. 
 

2.10.12. Drive through Penalty 
Any Drive through penalty must be undertaken within 3 laps of such a penalty being advised 
or applied. 
If for operational reasons, and at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course, it is not possible to 
apply a penalty (i.e. too near to the end of the race), it will be automatically substituted for a 
30 second time penalty which will be added to the elapsed race time of the competitor 
concerned. In such cases where a substitute time penalty is applied, licence penalty points 
will not be accrued. 
However, once applied, should any competitor fail to undertake a penalty (either totally, or 
within the 3 lap limit) as directed, a penalty of full exclusion from the race will be applied. 

 
2.11. Race Finishes: 

 
2.11.1. After taking the chequered Flag drivers are required to; 

 maintain (racing) speed for a further 250m meters past the finish line and then 
reduce speed gradually. 

 keep to the racing line they are on and not move/veer across track – i.e. to pit wall. 

 not stop for burnouts, doughnuts etc. 

 remain behind any competitors ahead of them 

 return to the Pitlane entrance/Paddock Entrance as instructed 

 comply with any directions given by Marshals or Officials  

 keep the helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit or in the pit lane. 
 

 
2.12. Results: 

 
2.12.1. All Practice Timesheets, Grids and Race Results are deemed to be PROVISIONAL until all 

vehicles are released by Scrutineers after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and /or after 
completion of any Judicial or Technical Procedures. The Series Clerk of the Course may 
declare the results provisional for a maximum of 60 (sixty) days until any investigation of 
video or other evidence has been completed and subsequent judicial procedures undertaken 
regardless of whether this investigation is as a result of a protest or merely a result of 
establishing if a Regulation has been broken. These results will remain provisional until such 
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time as they are declared final by the Series Clerk of the Course upon completion of any 
judicial procedures and will be communicated to all Entrants/Drivers via a Series Newsletter. 

 
2.13. Timing Modules: 

2.13.1. All competitors will be required to fit an Electronic Self Identification Module 
(Transponder) to their cars for the purposes of accurate timing. Holders for these and 
detailed fitting instructions will be issued with the transponders and it will be the 
responsibility of the competitor to fit these in the car in the position and manner 
specified. The modules must be in place and functioning correctly for all Series qualifying 
practice sessions and races. Competitors will be charged by the Organisers for 
replacement of the Modules due to misuse or loss at any time during the season. Hire of 
transponders is at the competitors own risk. The organisers take no responsibility for the 
fitting and/or malfunction of these items. The Chief time keeper will act as a judge of 
fact regarding all issues of timing.  

 

 
2.13.2. Competitors with pre-installed  or permanent transponders fitted into their cars must inform 

the Organisers and register the transponder with the Timekeepers 
 

2.13.2.1.Competitors may not place electronic timing equipment within 5 metres of the Official Start, 
Finish or any other official timing lines at any event or test day session/day. Any such 
equipment placed within these zones will be removed. 

 
2.14. Qualification Races 

 
2.14.1. In the event of any rounds being oversubscribed the Organising Clubs, in liaison with the 

coordinator may at their discretion run Qualification Races. 
 

2.15. Operation of Safety Car  
 

2.15.1. The Safety Car will be brought into operation to neutralise a race upon the sole decision of 
the Clerk of the Course. The Safety Car will be driven by an experienced circuit driver and will 
carry an observer capable of recognising all competing cars and who is in permanent radio 
contact with race control. 

 
2.15.2. The Safety Car, yellow/amber lights illuminated, will normally join and exit the circuit from 

the pit lane and the Safety Car boards will be shown initially from the start/finish line. If these 
locations are to be varied specific written instructions and verbal briefings will be issued 
detailing the exact locations to be used. 

 
2.15.3. On the order from the Clerk of the Course, the Safety Car will join the circuit with its 

revolving lights on, regardless of where the race leader is. 
 

2.15.4. When the order is given to deploy the Safety Car a waved yellow flag and “SC” board will be 
displayed at the start/finish line. The waved yellow flags and “SC” boards will flow around the 
circuit in both directions, as an adjacent post displays both their waved yellow flag and “SC” 
board. This system may be supplemented by a message being simultaneously broadcast to all 
marshals’ posts if such a communication system is available. 

 
2.15.5. Flashing yellow lights may also be used at the start-line and at other points around the 

circuit. 
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2.15.6. All competing cars, when notified of the Safety Car intervention (by the flag signals, “SC” 
boards, or by any other means) will reduce speed and line up behind the Safety Car, no more 
than 5 car lengths apart, and maintaining the same speed as it. Overtaking or overlapping of 
any other competing car during a Safety Car intervention is forbidden. Overtaking of a Safety 
Car is forbidden unless the particular competitor concerned is signalled to overtake the 
Safety Car by the observer in the Safety Car. 

 
2.15.7. When ordered to do so by the Clerk of the Course, the observer in the Safety Car will wave 

past any cars between the Safety Car and the race leader. These cars will continue at reduced 
speed and without overtaking until they reach the line of cars behind the Safety Car. 

 
2.15.8. While the safety car is in operation, competing cars may enter the pit lane, but may only re-

join the track when signalled to do so and not when the safety car and the line of cars 
following it are about to pass or are passing the pit exit. A car re-joining the track must 
proceed at an appropriate speed until it reaches the end of the line of cars behind the Safety 
Car. 

 
2.15.9. The Safety Car will remain in operation until at least the majority of competing cars on the 

circuit are lined up behind it. 
 

2.15.10. When the Clerk of the Course calls in the Safety Car it will extinguish the yellow/amber 
flashing lights prior to exiting the circuit. This would normally be such that a minimum of 25% 
of a lap for circuits over 2 miles and 50% of a lap for circuits less than 2 miles should be 
completed by the Safety Car with its lights extinguished. 

 
2.15.11. Following the safety car extinguishing its lights, and prior to passing the green flag, the race 

leader will dictate the pace and, if necessary, fall more than five car lengths behind the Safety 
Car. In order to avoid the likelihood of accidents before the Safety Car returns to the pits, 
from the point at which the lights on the car are extinguished drivers must proceed at a pace 
which involves no erratic acceleration or braking nor any other manoeuvre which is likely to 
endanger other drivers or impede the restart. 

 
2.15.12. As the Safety Car is approaching the pit entry, the green flag will be displayed at the 

start/finish line and the “SC” board withdrawn. Following this display of the start signal 
yellow flags and “SC” boards at the marshals posts will be withdrawn and be replaced with a 
waved green flag for one lap. The waved green flag will flow around the circuit in both 
directions, as an adjacent post displays their waved green flag. This system may be 
supplemented by a message being simultaneously broadcast to all marshals’ posts if such a 
communication system is available. Overtaking remains strictly forbidden until the start 
signal at the start/finish line is passed. 

 
2.15.13. Each lap covered while the Safety Car is in service will be counted as a race lap unless 

specified to the contrary in Series regulations. 
 

2.15.14. Under certain circumstances the Clerk of the Course may ask the Safety Car to use the pit 
lane. In this case, and provided its yellow/amber lights remain illuminated, all cars must 
follow it into the pit lane without overtaking. Any car entering the pit lane under these 
circumstances may stop at its designated garage area. 

 
2.15.15. Should it be necessary to stop a race during a Safety Car deployment the Safety Car, with all 

competing vehicles following, will pass through the red flag at the start/finish line, complete 
one further lap at reduced speed and then, once the Safety Car comes to a stop at a position 
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indicated by the Safety Car observer (which will usually be either the grid or Parc Fermé), all 
competing cars must stop behind it unless otherwise directed. 

 
2.15.16. In exceptional circumstances the following may apply: 

(i) The race may be started behind the Safety Car. In this case its revolving yellow/amber 
lights will be turned on at the two-minute signal. This is the signal to the Entrants/Drivers 
that the race will be started behind the Safety Car and it will remain at the front of the grid 
during the remainder of the countdown. When the Green Flag is shown at the Start/Finish 
Line, the Safety Car will leave the grid and all cars will follow in single file in grid order no 
more than 5 (five) car lengths apart. The race will be deemed to have started when the 
Safety Car leaves the grid and the Green Flag is displayed. 
(ii) Cars will leave the grid in single file grid order behind the Safety Car under the instruction 
of the Chief Start/Finish Line Marshal. Cars will remain in single file without overtaking, 
except that a car that falls behind may regain its grid position if the cars behind it could not 
avoid passing without unduly delaying the remainder of the field. In this case, Drivers may 
carefully overtake to re-establish their original starting grid order. If a car falls to the back of 
the grid, it must remain at the back of the grid. 
(iii) Any car(s) delayed leaving the grid may not overtake another moving car if stationary 
after the remainder of the cars had crossed the line. In this case the car(s) shall remain at the 
back of the grid, in the order they left the grid. 
(iv) A time penalty or Drive Through Penalty may be imposed on any Driver who, in the 
opinion of the Clerk of the Course, unnecessarily overtakes another Driver during these laps. 
(v) The “SC” boards and Yellow Flags will be displayed at Marshals' Signalling Posts around 
the circuit until the Clerk of the Course withdraws the Safety Car from use. 
(vi)  All laps undertaken in this start procedure will be deemed to be counted as race laps 

 
2.15.17. Any car being driven unnecessarily slowly, erratically or which is deemed potentially 

dangerous to other drivers at any time whilst the safety car is deployed will be reported to 
the Clerk of the Course. This will apply whether any such car is being driven on the track, the 
pit entry or the pit lane. 

 
2.16. CODE 60 

2.16.1. Introduction of Code 60 Procedure 
The Code 60 procedure is a method whereby a race can be neutralized in the event of an 
incident. It is normally a procedure reserved for endurance racing and is designed to help in 
the safe rescue and recovery of stricken vehicles without resorting to Red Flag procedures, 
where a race has to be stopped. 
Code 60 allows the whole track to be secured instantly and allows rescue vehicles immediate 
access to the track whilst competitors continue to run, at reduced speed and in a single line. 
The maximum speed of race vehicles is reduced to an average of 60kilometres per hour over 
the entire track, on the posting of Code 60 flags (a purple flag with the number 60 in white) 
at all marshal posts simultaneously. Overtaking is prohibited during Code 60 periods, and 
adherence to this speed limit is monitored through intermediate track timing, through 
transponders and the timekeeping equipment. 
It is envisaged that by adopting Code 60 procedures, the Clerk of the Course will be able to 
allow a race to continue under stringently controlled circumstances without foreshortening 
race duration, and will acclimatize potential competitors with the procedures used in 
Endurance racing. 
 

2.16.2. The Code 60 procedure will be brought in to operation at the discretion of the Clerk of the 
Course to neutralize a race in which an incident, which does not warrant a complete race 
stoppage, nevertheless needs the attention of safety or recovery crews. 
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2.16.3.  When the order is given to deploy Code 60 flags, all marshal posts will simultaneously display 
waved purple flags (as described above) and all competitors will immediately slow down in 
order to continue at an average lap speed of 60 kilometres per hour. Overtaking is strictly 
prohibited on pain of penalty. The gaps between competing vehicles should not be affected 
as all competitors should maintain the correct speed. 
 

2.16.4. During Code 60 operations, the Pit Lane will normally remain open and competing vehicles 
can enter and leave the Pit Lane at will, (providing the Pit Lane lights remain at Green) and 
may re-enter the track to continue around the circuit at the reduced speed. It should be 
noted that it is not permissible to regain a position held before entering the Pit. 
 

2.16.5. Code 60 operations are not a substitute for Yellow Flag procedures, and competitors should 
be aware that Yellow flags, indicating the possibility of further slowing down, may still be 
used at the site of any incident. 
 

2.16.6. When the Clerk of the Course gives the order for the Code 60 procedure to end, all marshal 
posts will simultaneously withdraw Code 60 flags, and replace these with Green flags. This 
will signify that full racing can recommence immediately, and that overtaking is again 
permissible. 
 

2.16.7. Each lap completed under Code 60 conditions will count as a race lap. If, during the Code 60 
procedure, the scheduled number of laps is completed, the chequered flag will end the race 
as normal. 
 

2.16.8. Failure to respect the Code 60 procedures in any way, or the endangerment of officials or 
other competitors during Code 60 operations will result in penalties being applied by the 
Clerk of the Course or Stewards 
of the Meeting. 

 
 

3. Series Race Penalties: 
 
3.1. Infringements of Non-Technical Regulations and the Sporting Regulations Issued for the Series

3.2. The encouragement of high standards of racing with appropriate respect for other competitors and 
their vehicles will be considered paramount, and in that respect: 
 

3.2.1. The Series Organisers reserve the right to impose further penalties on competitors 
proven by the Officials of any meeting to have behaved, on or off the track, in a manner 
considered to have brought the Series into disrepute. This may include individual race 
bans, loss of points, awards, and/or season awards or exclusion from the Series. In cases 
of repeated offences, the Series Organisers reserve the right to exclude any other 
competitor from a fixed number of races or from the Series. In such cases no other 
competitor’s score shall be adjusted. The Organisers reserve the right to view Data from 
any source, including but not limited to video and data logging equipment, this includes 
the ECU. Purposely deleting or withholding data is prohibited. 

 
3.2.2. Breaches of driving standards will be firmly dealt with. If it appears from official video 

recordings or any other track evidence that there may have been a breach of driving 
standards or behaviour, on or off the track, in a manner considered to have brought the 
Series into disrepute, the Series Organisers will be entitled to request that the Series 
Stewards to consider the inception of an enquiry into the matter, notwithstanding that 
the Clerk of the Course or the Stewards of the event may or may not have already 
investigated the incident. Penalties may include individual race bans, loss of points, 
awards, and/or end of season awards or exclusion from the Series. 

 
3.2.3. Vehicles which have sustained severe body damage or whose appearance is judged by 

the Clerk of the Course or Series Stewards to be below an acceptable standard may be 
excluded from the grid. Competitors are expected to effect some repairs from previous 
accident damage prior to presenting their vehicle for scrutineering. In some cases an 
instruction to carry out repairs will be issued by the Series Organisers or Chief Scrutineer. 

 
3.3. Infringements of Technical Regulations 
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3.3.1. Arising from post-practice (qualifying), Scrutineering, or Judicial Action. 
Minimum Penalty: Should a vehicle be found ineligible after practice, but subsequently be 
approved before the race, the vehicle will have all its practice times disallowed. The stewards 
may permit it to start from the back of the grid with a 10 second penalty (or from the pit lane 
exit) providing that it does not take the place of any vehicle already qualified, whether a reserve 
or not. 
 
3.3.2. Arising from post-race Scrutineering, or Judicial Action. 

Minimum Penalty: Any competitor whose vehicle is excluded from the results of the meeting 
will be subject to the following penalties 

3.3.2.1. Count the event as one of the events contributing to their series score. 
3.3.2.2. Be excluded from the event forfeiting all Series points, prize money and other awards. 

 
3.3.3. For any infringement deemed to be of a more serious nature, the Stewards of the 

Meeting, may decide to have the competitor forfeit a total of points equal to those 
obtained from two first places (even if this penalty results in a minus total of points). 

 
3.4. Additional Championship Penalties 

 
3.4.1. Where an offence (below) is committed during any qualifying session(s) or the first race, 

then any points or awards gained for the qualifying session(s) and the first race will be 
forfeited. Where an offence occurs during any subsequent race then the points solely 
gained for that race shall be forfeit. 

 
3.4.2. Should two separate offences be committed, then all points shall be forfeited for that 

whole event, irrespective of the timing of the offence committed at that event. Where a 
“double header” event take place at the same venue over a weekend, and is conducted 
as two separate race days, then this regulation shall only apply to each day individually. 

 
3.4.3. The offences are: 

a) Reckless or dangerous driving in the course of a meeting. 
b) Careless driving in the course of a meeting. 
c) Driving in a manner not compatible with general safety. 
 
3.4.4. The Stewards of the Series reserve the right to impose further penalties on competitors 

found to have transgressed any of the technical regulations. 
 

3.5. Additional Series requirements 
 

3.5.1. The organizers and nominated officials will have the power to invoke any of these 
regulations as appropriate to their area of jurisdiction. 

 
3.5.2. The nominated Series Stewards have no jurisdiction regarding sporting or technical 

matters relating to national race events, they only have jurisdiction over the Series. 
 

3.5.3. Competitors are expected to co-operate fully with the wishes of the organisers, failure to 
do so will be seen as an infringement of the regulations. 

 
3.5.4. The image of the Series and its sponsors must be upheld at all times by competitors and 

their teams, at or away from the events or otherwise, including but not limited to 
comments made to press, or published on social media web sites. 
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3.5.5. Competitors are expected to attend every race event or Series official briefing or 
publicity event, as specified by the Organisers.  

 
3.5.6. In all cases, including a dispute and/or legal situation, the English language interpretation 

of all regulations will apply. 
 

4. Commercial Undertakings 
 
4.1. Introduction 

 
4.1.1. The terms of the Commercial Undertakings form part of the contract between the 

promoters and organizers (AUH) of this Series, and the competitors. Registration for and 
entry forms into the Series or individual event upon the competitor meeting these 
conditions. A breach of any of the Commercial Undertakings may render the competitor 
ineligible for competition and participation in this series entirely at the discretion of the 
Series Promoters. The onus will be on the competitor to ensure that all persons 
connected with his/her team are aware of and comply with the requirements of the 
Commercial Undertakings. 

 
4.1.2. For the purpose of commercial undertakings only, a registration or entry once made and 

accepted shall constitute a legally binding contract. Acceptance of a registration is at the 
absolute discretion of the Series promoters/organisers. 

 
4.1.3.  A breach of any of the Commercial Undertakings may render the competitor or team 

ineligible for competition and participation in the Series at the discretion of the Series 
promoters/organisers. 

 
4.1.4. The Series promoters/organizers reserve the right to add or vary the Commercial 

Regulations at their sole discretion in the interests of promoting the Series. Such 
additions or variations will be notified to competitors via an official Series bulletin. 

 
4.2. Television 

 
4.2.1. The Series promoters, through any nominated film production companies hold exclusive 

broadcast, recording, cable, satellite, digital, video, internet and interactive rights and 
rights to all other media to film and record the participation of the competitor, Entrant, 
Sponsor, and any other team member in the events and activities throughout the series 
and to license, assign or otherwise deal with such rights and/or film and recording. The 
competitor accepts without reservation or recourse the surrender of his/her rights (if 
any) in such matters which may then be used at the Series promoter’s discretion. 

 
4.2.2. On-board cameras may be permitted, for team/personal use only & is not for 

broadcasting, without the approval of the relevant circuit communications department 
who may require additional information prior to approval.  

 
4.2.3. Any competitors advised by the organizers that they are to carry on-board television 

cameras, maybe required to have the approved Series logo on the dashboard, visible to a 
forward facing on-board camera. The decision for the positioning of this Logo rests solely 
with the Organisers and their nominated film production company. 

 
4.2.4. No other publicity material visible to an on-board camera, whether on the vehicle or on 

race suits, will be allowed. 
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4.2.5. Any competitor who fails to meet these requirements may be penalized. 

 
4.2.6. Competitors are obliged to assist in promotion of the Series by the granting of interviews 

when requested by the nominated film production company and any other reasonable 
requests of the Series promoters. 

 
4.3. Advertising and Vehicle Livery 

 
4.3.1. First set of complete vehicle livery will be provided to competitors free of charge, 

including numbers but excluding Competitor’s name; any subsequent material will be 
available for purchase at the appropriate fee. 

 
4.3.2. No alcohol or tobacco (or associated products) related advertising is permitted in any 

form in the Series. 
 

4.3.3. No advertising or statements on the race vehicle or the Competitors’ race clothing is 
permitted to conflict with the Series sponsors without written approval of the 
promoters. 

 
4.3.4. No advertising or statements on the vehicle, or team vehicles, or on competitors’ race 

clothing or team clothing is allowed which may be considered unsuitable or offensive to 
the promoters, the organisers, or their sponsors and any advertising must respect the 
political and religious sensitivities of the UAE. 

 
4.3.5. All vehicles shall carry the Championship Sponsors’ Livery and painting/decaling 

requirements in the correct locations, without alteration and/or without interference. 
(Appendix A details size and location) 

 
4.3.6. Competitors’ own race vehicle livery is expected to meet the standards required by the 

organizers and promoters. 
 

4.3.7. The promoters reserve the right to refuse entry to the Series and/or forbid participation 
or to pay prize monies/bonus awards if the livery does not meet the standards required. 
In addition they reserve the right to specify competitors clothing requirements for 
podium ceremonies or other promotional occasions. 

 
4.3.8. At the start of each event, practice, qualifying practice or race, the vehicle shall be clean, 

smart and in good order. The organisers reserve the right to forbid vehicles not meeting 
this requirement from taking part and/or remove them from the paddock.  

 

4.3.9. Competitors may be required to carry a series Sponsor or Series badge on their race 
overalls. Such badges will be supplied free of charge by the Organisers 

 
4.4. Passes 

 
4.4.1. Permanent Passes may be issued to each registered competitor free of charge and these 

will be valid for all rounds of the Series unless otherwise advised. Replacements will 
charged for at an appropriate rate. 

 
4.4.2. The arrangements for the order of all team passes will be advised in the Supplementary 

Regulations or via an official series bulletin. 
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4.4.3. Permanent Passes will be issued subject to detailed terms of issue and conditions of use. 
Failure to abide with these terms and conditions may be considered a breach of these 
Commercial Undertakings. 

 
4.4.4.  All passes issued by the promoters for this Series remain the property of the promoters 

and shall be returned on demand. Failure to return the passes will incur a financial 
penalty. 

 
4.5. Promotional Activities 

 
4.5.1. As part of the Series all competitors will be expected to assist the organizers with the 

promotion of the Series. In particular they may be requested to: 
• Make race vehicles available for display/passenger rides during race meetings. 
• Make vehicles available and/or competitors available in race suits on request for “meet the 

public” promotional opportunities during the race weekends or at other time during the 
season. 

 
4.5.2. All Competitors required for Podium Presentations should attend without delay, at the 

place and time specified by the Organizers. Sponsors Caps as determined by the Series 
promoters must be worn on the competitor’s head and race suits shall be worn in the 
“closed/normal” position. Failure to do so may mean forfeiting any Series Prize 
Monies/Awards or Points gained at that round. 

 
4.5.3. Competitors are expected to attend the end of season Awards Ceremony in order to 

formally claim their awards. Non-attendance may mean forfeiture of awards and/or 
Prize Monies unless previously agreed with the promoters. 

 
4.5.4.  The Series title and associated logo styles may only be used with the prior written 

approval of the Series promoters. 
 

4.6. Paddock Arrangements 
 

4.6.1. The Pit Garage areas are intended to be working areas for the preparation of race 
vehicles. Space will be limited and Competitors shall follow the instructions issued by the 
Series organizers and any detailed Paddock plans issued by the Series organisers and 
comply at all times with the instructions of the staff organizing the parking up. Any 
support vehicle shall be parked where instructed by the organisers or their 
representatives. 

 
4.6.2. All race transporters shall be washed down immediately after arriving at the circuit and 

taking up position in the paddock. 
 

4.6.3. The space allocated to a team in the Paddock is strictly for race support vehicles only. It 
is expressly forbidden to use this space for hospitality or as a trade site area, unless 
permission is granted by the organisers. 

 
4.6.4. There will be a speed limit of 20 km/h in the Paddock at each venue. The only movement 

of race vehicles permitted is on the way to and from Scrutineering, to the Assembly Area 
and on the way back from Parc Fermé unless specifically requested by the organisers. 

 
4.6.5. Detailed Health and Safety Guidance Notes may be issued to competitors in advance of 

the first meeting. These are expected to be complied with at all times.

4.6.6.  All team branding, whether in the paddock or garage area shall have the written 
permission of the organizers BEFORE it is displayed. 

 

4.6.7. In areas to which the public have access, no engine shall be run with the gears engaged 
whilst the vehicle has any driving wheels not in direct contact with the ground,unless all 
moving parts are adequately guarded and a competent person is seated in the driving 
seat. 

 
4.7. Hospitality 

 
4.7.1. Hospitality and entertaining of anyone other than team personnel by the provision of 

food and drink is strictly prohibited in paddock areas. Each team is permitted to provide 
general catering for team personnel. Any requirement for external catering companies 
must be provided by the venue on application. 

 
4.7.2. Hospitality areas are available at most meetings via the Organisers, subject to 

availability, and arrangements shall be made in advance via the circuit hospitality 
department and the appropriate fees paid. 

 
4.8. Miscellaneous 

 
4.8.1. Competitors agree to authorize the promoters to use and license the use of images and 

representatives of the vehicles and competitors competing in the series for the purposes 
of producing merchandise exploiting and promoting the Series. The right to exploit the 
interactive games rights of the series rests with the Series promoters. 

 
4.8.2. Competitors are advised that, unless requested otherwise, their information will be 

stored in a computer retrieval system and may be used to promote the Series. 
 

4.8.3. The Series Eligibility Scrutineer and/or his nominated deputy shall be given free and 
unrestricted access at all times and at any location in order to inspect or measure or 
impound any component fitted to any vehicle registered in the Series. 

 
 
 
 

5. Technical Regulations 
 

5.1. Introduction 
 

5.1.1. The following Technical Regulations are set out in accordance with the ATCUAE specified 
format and it should be clearly understood that, if the following texts do not clearly 
specify that you can do it, you should work on the principle that you cannot. Therefore 
everything that is not specifically authorised and anything not specified in these 
regulations or any series bulletin is strictly forbidden. 

 
5.1.2. Whilst the eligibility Scrutineer is empowered to check all competing vehicles for 

compliance and has been provided with the data to determine the continuing eligibility 
of each car, the onus of responsibility for the eligibility of vehicles competing in this 
Series, rests with the entrant/Competitor. 
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In the event of a dispute concerning the compliance of a vehicle with these Regulations, the 
onus will be on the Entrant/Competitor to satisfy the Organisers with regards to such 
compliance, and NOT the organisers to prove non-compliance. 

 
5.1.3. Tests to establish the power output of any car may be carried out by the Series 

Organisers. Such power testing will be carried out using rolling dynamometer equipment 
determined by the Organisers and operated in accordance with the equipment 
manufacturer’s instructions. 

 
5.1.4. Where it is suspected that a component or structure fitted to the competing vehicle may 

render the vehicle ineligible under these regulations, the component or access to the 
component will be sealed by the Eligibility Scrutineer for subsequent examination. 
Where ineligibility is subsequently proven, all points accrued by the competitor from and 
including the date of sealing the said component, to the date of the examination, shall 
be forfeit. (Competitors whose vehicles are subject to a pending eligibility check must 
advise this fact in writing to the Clerk of the Course of any event in which they wish to 
take part. The results of any such event will remain provisional until the eligibility 
decision has been made. Failure to inform the Clerk of the Course will result in a fine.) 

 
5.1.5. Where costs are incurred as a result of any eligibility check, as may be reasonably 

requested either by the Eligibility Scrutineer or the Series Organisers, these will be borne 
by the competitor/entrant. 

 
5.1.6. As a method of control, any component on a competitor’s car may be removed by the 

Eligibility Scrutineer and exchanged for a similar component provided by the Series 
Organisers. This includes the ECU. Whilst efforts will be made to ensure that the 
condition of the exchanged parts is similar, responsibility for the care of exchanged 
components lies with the recipient. Exchanged components may be returned on 
completion of the race. 

 
5.1.7. Any infringement of these Technical Regulations will render the competitor liable to 

penalties as defined in Article 3.3 of the Sporting Regulations. 
 

5.2. General Description 
 

5.2.1. The 2011/12 Radical Cup is a ‘single-brand’ race series, for competitors participating in 
cars manufactured by Radical Sportscars Limited with an Invitation class for FiA Group 
CN cars (as per FiA Art 259 and as amended by these regulations), up to 2,000cc engine 
capacity. Other Sportscars may be accepted subject to the sole discretion of the 
Organisers 

 
5.2.1.1. Masters Class 

 
5.2.1.1.1. SR8 2.6litre V8 
5.2.1.1.2. SR8LM 2.8litre V8 
5.2.1.1.3. SR8 2.7litre V8 

 
5.2.1.2. Super sport Class 

 
5.2.1.2.1. SR3 1500 Supersport 
5.2.1.2.2. SR3 RS1500 Supersport 
5.2.1.2.3. SR3 1340 Supersport 
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5.2.1.2.4. SR5 2.0 litre Honda 
5.2.1.2.5. PR6  

 
5.2.1.3. Invitation class(Cars not listed can have an application submitted for approval) 

 
5.2.1.3.1. FiA Group CN Sportscars not exceeding 2,000cc 
5.2.1.3.2. Other Sportscars at the sole discretion of the Organisers 

 

 

5.2.1.4. Cars are accepted into the Invitation Class at the sole discretion of the Series Organiser. 
Cars accepted into this class will score points within and be liable for awards only for 
Invitation class.  

 

5.3. Safety Requirements 
 

 
5.3.1. Minimum of Five point seatbelts. Two shoulder straps and one lap strap, and one crotch 

strap with five anchorage points on the chassis/body shell or roll over bar of the vehicle. 
One either side of the driver and two to the rear and one to the front of the driver’s seat. 

 

5.3.2. Fixed fire system Medium, Plumbed-In, for discharge into both cockpit and engine 
compartment. (AFFF 2.25 litres, Zero2000 2.25 litres) (b) Medium, Hand-Operated, for 
discharge into both cockpit and engine compartment. (AFFF 2.25 litres)Two fire 
extinguisher nozzles must be fitted on the SR8/SR8LM, one either side of the engine bay, 
to ensure suitable spray coverage in the event of an engine fire 

 
5.3.3. Tank fillers and caps must not protrude beyond the bodywork or be situated within the 

driver/passenger compartment. The caps must have an efficient locking action to reduce 
the risk of opening during an accident and to ensure closing after refuelling . Air vents 
must beat least 25cm to the rear of the cockpit and must be designed to prevent the 
escape of fuel should the vehicle be inverted. It is recommended that a non-return valve 
is incorporated in the vent system. The entire fuel tank area ‘Licked by the open air 
stream’ must incorporate a crushable structure 

The crushable structure should be a sandwich construction based on a fire resistant core of 
minimum crushing strength 25lb/sq. in. It is permitted to pass water pipes through this core. 
The minimum thickness of the sandwich construction must be 10mm. The fore and aft fuel tank 
area, however, must provide for a crushable structure of at least 100mm thickness at its 
thickest point, the position of this widest point to be at the constructor’s discretion, over a 
length of at least 35cm after which it may be generally reduced to 10mm. 
The sandwich construction must include two sheets of 1.5mm thick aluminium sheet having a 
tensile strength of 14 tons/sq. in and minimum elongation of 5%. 
All oil tanks mounted outside the main chassis structure must be surrounded by crushable 
structure of minimum thickness 10mm. 

 
5.3.4. The circuit breaker, when operated, must isolate all electrical circuits with the exception 

of those that operate fire extinguishers. The triggering system location must be 
identified by a Red Spark on a White-edged Blue triangle (12cm base), and the ‘On’ and 
‘Off’ positions clearly marked. 

 
5.3.5. Clean Fire-proof overalls, boots, gloves, socks, balaclavas and full underwear must be 

worn.. 
Acceptable standards:-- FIA 8856-2000 
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For FIA Standard Overalls the homologation label will be stitched into the fabric of the garment 
or on a sewn in label.  
As with any item of safety equipment, evidence of damage or excessive wear can render it 
unsuitable for use. In the case of overalls this could include over frequent, or incorrect, 
washing, broken seams or stitching and worn patches.  
. 
Individual competitors are responsible for ensuring their own safety and that appropriate 
clothing is worn. 
When a name appears on a driver’s helmet or overalls, this must be the name of the person 
wearing them. 

 
5.3.6. Helmets bearing one of the under mentioned ‘standards’ may be approved subject to 

other criteria being met.

5.3.6.1. Either goggles or a visor must be worn at all times during training, practice and 

competing.. Recommended visor standard (minimum) BS4110Z. Goggles or visors must 
be clear or neutral density filters. 
 

5.3.6.2.  The use of a HANS Device or approved equivalent is MANDATORY at all Radical Cup 
rounds. 

 
 
 
 
 

6. General Technical Requirements and Exceptions 
 

6.1. All classes and all cars 
 

6.1.1. FUEL TANK AND FUEL 
6.1.1.1. Only UAE (United Arab Emirates) commercial available petrol as defined by the FIA 

Appendix J Article 252, Article 9 may be used. The Organisers reserve the right to 
mandate the use of control fuel or pump fuel supplied by the Dubai Autodrome or Yas 
Marina fuel station. The use of commercially available Racing Fuels, power boosting or 
octane boosting additives by competitors in any fuel is prohibited. 

 
6.1.2. LOCATION OF THE FUEL TANK: 

6.1.2.1. The fuel tank may not be relocated from its original position. 
 

6.1.3. TYPE OF FUEL TANK: 
6.1.3.1. Cars must be equipped with fuel tanks which comply with or exceed FT3 1999 safety 

specifications, and must comply with the prescriptions of FIA Article 253-14.  
 
6.1.4. RANDOM FUEL TESTING 

6.1.4.1. The organiser reserves the right to take a fuel sample. This will only be done after official 
practice or racing at the race weekend. To allow comparison testing to be carried out, 
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competitors must have a minimum of 3 litres of fuel left in the fuel tank at the end of any 
session.  
 

6.1.5. SILENCING  
6.1.5.1.1. Vehicles must at all times during an event be silenced to meet a maximum level of 

105 dB(A) at ¾ maximum rpm, measured at 0.5m from the end of the exhaust pipe 
with the microphone at exhaust outlet level at an angle of 45 degrees. Where more 
than one exhaust outlet is present the test will be repeated for both outlets and 
the higher reading taken. The inclusion of temporary parts to achieve silencing 
requirements is prohibited. 
 

6.1.6. COMPETITION NUMBERS/DECALS 
6.1.6.1. Positions 

Racing numbers must be affixed in accordance with the Organisers instructions. 
Radical and Sponsors decals as issued for the current year must be affixed to the 
vehicle as laid out in the diagram issued with those decals. Each of the classes will 
be required to secure a different colour number background to make it clear which 
class they are racing in. Failure to comply will render the car ineligible. 
i) Masters Class Blue backgrounds/White numbers 
ii) Supersport Class Red backgrounds/White numbers 
iii) Invitation Class Black backgrounds/ White numbers 
 

6.1.6.2. Decals 
6.1.6.2.1. Club and sponsor decals will be available at the first event at which the car is 

entered. 
 

6.1.6.2.2. One complete set of decals including numbers and number backgrounds, will be 
sent to each team on receipt of completed registration form, FOC. Any subsequent 
numbers or number backgrounds will be charged according to the 2010 Radical 
price list. Sponsor decals are to be positioned as per drawing available from Series 
Co-ordinator. Failure to comply will render the car ineligible. 
 

6.1.7. Tyres 
 

6.1.7.1. Only tyres supplied by the distributer appointed by the Series Organiser shall be used. 
 

6.1.7.2. Tyres shall be marked with the Series distinguishing mark on the tyre wall. Where 
necessary, alternative tyre compounds may be specified by series bulletin. 

 
6.1.7.3. A maximum of 4 tyres may be used per event. Wet weather tyre quantities are 

unrestricted.  
 

6.1.7.4. Serial numbers from these tyres must be declared on the Radical Series Tyre form. Top 
copies of the form are to be retained by the team/driver and the bottom copy must be 
handed to the Eligibility Scrutineer prior to the start of each qualification. 

 
6.1.7.5. Each car must be fitted with four brand new slicks and have two brand new slicks as 

spares for the first event of the season. 
 

6.1.7.6. Should a competitor require an additional tyre(s) during the race weekend and the Series 
Eligibility Scrutineer and the Series Tyre Distributor’s Technician deem the tyre(s) unsafe 
for racing, the competitor is permitted to purchase a replacement tyre(s). If the 
replacement tyre puts the competitor over his/her permitted tyre allocation then for the 
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following race he/she will forfeit 5 series points per tyre over and above the allocated 
number. Replacement tyres shall be declared on the tyre form. 

 
6.1.7.7. The use of tyre heating equipment/heat retention devices, tyre treatments or 

compounds, is prohibited. 
 

 
 

6.2. Radicals 
 

6.2.1. Each Radical model is manufactured to an identical class specification. In the interests of 
fairness and safety, competitors may not depart from this specification under any 
circumstances, other than as specified below. 

 
6.2.2. All parts must be supplied by Radical Sportscars or its appointed distributor and fitted in 

their original position and as supplied, unless specifically stated in these regulations. 
Parts may only be fitted to the appropriate model  

 
6.2.3. DEFINITIONS: FiA Appendix J Art 251 Nomenclature & Definitions apply. All references to 

standard parts and or materials in these regulations shall be taken as being the Radical 
Sportscars original specifications and drawings. In all cases of dispute, query or 
clarification or ruling these drawings and specifications shall be regarded as fact. All 
parts listed in the Radical 2011 International Order Forms are eligible respective to car 
type, unless otherwise indicated in these regulations. 

 
6.2.4. Chassis 

6.2.4.1. Powder coated tubular steel space frame chassis with aluminium panels and integral roll 
over bar completely standard and unaltered. This includes thickness of panels and rivet 
spacing. Optional forward facing roll-bar stays may be fitted. They must be equipped with 
FIA safety foam. 

 
 

6.2.5. Towing Point  
6.2.5.1. There must be substantial towing eyes securely fixed to the main structure of the vehicle, 

front and rear, within the confines of the body to enable the vehicle to be moved. Towing 
eyes must have a minimum internal diameter of 60mm. Towing eyes/towing points 
should be painted a contrasting bright colour (day-glow red, orange or yellow). 

 
6.2.6. An FIA approved collapsible crash box structure supplied by Radical Sportscars must be 

fitted to the chassis during series events. 
 

6.2.7. All Radical Models are manufactured to a standard specification and may not be altered. 
All chassis repair work must be carried out by Radical Sportscars Ltd. 

 
6.2.8. Bodywork / Aerodynamics: 

6.2.8.1. Any aerodynamic device, listed on the Radical 2011 or later international order form may 
be fitted as supplied, i.e. front splitter, front diffuser, dive planes, single plane rear wing, 
double plane rear wing, rear diffuser or roll bar fairing. 

 
6.2.9. Ground clearance:  

6.2.9.1. The minimum ground clearance is 40mm  
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Under no circumstance can any part of the bodywork, or of the suspended part of 
the car, be below a horizontal plane passing 40mm 4cm above the ground, the car 
being in normal racing trim with the driver aboard. A gauge of 40mm 4cm may be 
used by Scrutineers before or after races or practice to check the ground clearance. 

 
6.2.10. Engine/Transmission 

6.2.10.1. All engines are prepared and sealed by Radical Performance Engines (RPE) for 
Radical Sportscars Ltd. All repairs and rebuilds must be undertaken by RPE.

The starter, generator and ignition system must be fitted as standard 

 
 

6.2.11. Competitors will have their RPE engine seals inspected by the Eligibility Scrutineer prior to 
qualification for the first event. 

 
6.2.12. Once registration for the 2011/12 Radical Cup has been accepted ALL engine work for the 

duration of the 2011/12 Series must be carried out by RPE. 
 

6.2.13. Cooling System 
6.2.13.1. The oil and water radiators as supplied as standard by Radical Sportscars must be 

retained. It is permitted to blank off the radiator to control the temperature. 
 

6.2.14. Induction System 
6.2.14.1. The entire induction system including carburettors/injector system must be 

standard for the engine. 
The standard air box and filter as supplied by Radical Sportscars must be retained 
and used. 

 
6.2.15. Exhaust System 

6.2.15.1. The exhaust system including silencer must be standard as supplied by Radical 
Sportscars. 
Exhaust wrapping is not permissible. 

 
6.2.16. Ignition System 

6.2.16.1. The standard Radical Sportscars ECU must be retained. It is not permitted to 
reprogram the ECU. 
The Eligibility Scrutineer will on a regular basis supply a replacement ECU, which the 
competitor must change on request. 
The ECU must be located in the position as supplied from the factory. Heat shielding 
the ECU is free but it must not restrict removal when required. 

 
6.2.17. Fuel Delivery System 
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6.2.17.1. The standard fuel pump as supplied by Radical Sportscars must be retained. 
 

6.2.18. Heat shrink or heat insulation of fuel lines, wiring loom and wires may be fitted. This must be 
easily removable for inspection, if required. 

 
6.2.19. Suspension 

6.2.19.1. All cars may be fitted with AVO or INTRAX shock absorbers supplied by Radical 
Sportscars. No internal modifications are permitted. 

6.2.19.2. Spring rates front and rear are free. Alternate front anti-roll links and rear anti-roll 
bars as supplied by Radical Sportscars, may be used. 

6.2.19.3. The front and rear suspension is double wishbone. The front and rear suspension is 
fitted with the unique Nik-Link anti-roll system 

 
6.2.20. Transmission 

6.2.20.1. A separate gearbox catch bottle must be located near to the gearbox breather and 
connected by a braided hose on all SR8 (SR8LM)cars 

6.2.20.2. The Radical Pneumatic paddle operated shift system may be fitted. 
6.2.20.3. The reverse drive system as supplied by Radical Sportscars must be retained and 

operational by the driver when seated in the driving position at all times. 
6.2.20.4. The final drive system must be standard as supplied by Radical Sportscars. Drive 

ratios may be adjusted by changing sprockets/gears supplied by Radical Sportscars. 
 

6.2.21. Electrics 
6.2.21.1.1. Exterior Lighting: Cars may run with or without the full lighting kit supplied by 

Radical Sportscars. Headlight covers must be fitted in either case. Brake lights must 
be fitted and in working order and must not be wired in a way that allows them to 
be switched off. 

6.2.21.2. Rear Lights: Radical Sportscars’ high intensity led rear lamps must be fitted and be 
in working order. Two lights to be installed equally spaced about the vehicle centre 
in standard bodywork lighting locations. Rear lights to be a minimum intensity of 
21w with a surface area between 20 & 50cm2 

6.2.22. Battery 
6.2.22.1.1. An electrically powered starter motor and battery are mandatory and must be 

operable by the driver 
when normally seated and capable of repetitive starts. 

 
6.2.23. Alternator 

6.2.23.1. Must be standard as supplied by Radical Sportscars, and be in working order. 
 

6.2.24. Dashboard Instruments 
6.2.24.1.1. Data loggers supplied by Radical Sportscars are permitted, however these will be 

used for drivers’ guidance only. Official times will be provided by the official 
timekeeper. The fitting of a transponder is mandatory. The Radical lap timer, as 
supplied by Radical Sportscars may be fitted. This, however, will be used for drivers 
guidance only. Official times will be provided by the Official timekeeper. The Series 
Eligibility Scrutineer shall have access to data loggers and data logger equipment, 
upon request. 

6.2.24.2. An additional sticker must be placed on both outer sides of the cockpit to clearly 
identify the location of the electrical cut –off being inside on the dashboard 

 
6.2.25. Brakes 

6.2.25.1. Radical 4 pot calliper front and rear 
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6.2.25.2. Vented 260mm diameter discs or optional 280mm (SR3) and 300mm (SR8) floating 
vented discs supplied by Radical Sportscars. Only colour coded brake pads supplied 
by Radical Sportscars maybe fitted. 

6.2.25.3. The fitting of a cockpit adjustable bias adjuster as supplied by Radical Sportscars is 
permitted. 

6.2.25.4. A mesh screen supplied by Radical Sportscars must be fitted across the brake duct 
apertures on all cars to prevent ingestion of grass and debris to the brake ducts. 

 
6.2.26. Wheels and Steering: 

6.2.26.1. Radical Master Class and Supersport Class - cast wheels as supplied by Radical 
Sportscars. 

6.2.26.2. Steering wheel diameter may be changed to suit drivers preference, and must be 
supplied by Radical Sportscars. 

 
6.2.27. Weights 

6.2.27.1.1. All cars will be weighed during Parc Fermé – after qualification and again as 
required by the Eligibility Scrutineer, after either or both of the races. Cars will be 
required to meet the minimum weights with driver and driver equipment, as 
weighed on the Series Scales. 
Master Class: 765kgs 
Supersport Class: 675kgs 

 
6.2.28. Fuel Tank and Fuel: 

6.2.28.1. Type Of Fuel Tank: Standard tank (FIA Fuel Cell) as supplied by Radical Sportscars 
must be fitted. 

 
6.2.29. Silencing 

6.2.29.1. Only silencing systems supplied by Radical Sportscars can be used 
 

6.2.30. Radio Communication 
6.2.30.1. Cars will be Permitted to carry radio transmitters or receivers, for which licences 

maybe be checked at scrutineering, in races due to Driver changes. 
6.2.30.2. No signal of any kind may pass between a moving car and anyone connected with 

the car’s Entrant, Team or Driver save for the following: This includes 
wireless/Bluetooth data transfer during pit stops 
(i) Legible messages on a Pit Board 
(ii) Body movement by the Driver 
(iii) Verbal communication between a Driver and his Team by means of radio using 

an approved frequency. 
 
 

6.3. Invitation class CN Spec cars 
 

6.3.1. CN Spec cars will comply with the provisions of FIA Article 259 with additions and 
amendments detailed below 

 
6.3.2. Monocoque chassis in non-metallic composite material is not permitted 

 
6.3.3. Only one wheel speed sensor is allowed for both rear wheels 

 
6.3.4. Engine capacity must not exceed 2,000cc. 
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6.3.5. All cars must be fitted with a Race Technologies DL1 Logger. The loggers must be 
configured to record engine RPM throughout all official sessions. The Maximum hard rev 
must be set to 8,200 RPM. This system must be operational during practice, qualifying 
and race. The logger unit will be sealed by organisers. Data must be made available to 
Scrutineers after every session. 

 
6.3.6. Vehicle weight at any point of the event must be no less than 575 kg. 

 
6.3.7. Paddle shift gearbox systems are permitted as is full throttle flat shift systems 

 
6.3.8. Tyre size is free but they must be fitted to a 13” diameter wheel.
